p~ ACT RELATIVE TO THE ESTABLISHMENT
OF THE GUAM ENERGY OFFICE AND AUTHORI­
ZING AN APPROPRIATION FOR SUCH PURPOSES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE TERRITORY OF GUAM:

Section 1. This Act shall be known as the "Guam Energy

Office Act".

Section 2. Statement of policy and purpose. It is hereby

declared to be the public policy of the territory of Guam

that it is essential that there exists a Guam Energy Office

to mobilize local resources to work with the Federal Government

and the private' sector in order to best allocate fuels avail-

able to the territory of Guam; and to determine which energy

conservation measures and practices 'best slow ~he rate of

the growth ·of ener~? consumption, assure adequate supplies of

energy and fuels for necessary uses, reduce energy, waste,

preserve natural resources 'and protect. the environment.

Section 3. Guam Energy Office: establishment of. (a) There

1S hereby established within the government of Guam as a

separate and independent office, the Guam Energy Office herein-

after referred to as the "Office".

(b) The office shall have an Administrator and Assistant

Administrator who shall'be appointed by the Governor by and

with the advice and consent of the Legislature and such other

officers and employees as may be necessary to carry out its

functions under this Act provided, however, that all the

officers and employees of the office shall comprise of
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existing personnel of the gover~ment of Guam who are temporarily

assigned or loaned to the office.
